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The Blessing of Christian Friends

Paul wrote the following to his friends in the church at Philippi:

(Philippians 1:3-5).

From these words we learn: (1) every time Paul thought of these
folks, he was thankful for the memories they shared; (2) when
he prayed for them, which was often, he did so with feelings of
great joy; (3) what created his clos relationship to them and
prompted his pleasant emotions was their partnership in the
promotion of a common cause - the Cause - the gospel of Jesus
Christ. What a great church this must have been!
